THE AMERICAN CIGAR

How J.C. Newman Cigar Company is Preserving Cigar City’s

Legacy & Craftsmanship

For Drew Newman, fourth-generation owner of
J.C. Newman Cigar Company, it's about more than
just cigars — it's about honoring family legacy,
time-honored tradition and crafting premium
cigars that embody Tampa'’s history as Cigar City.

In 1996, a 15-year-old Newman created
and launched CigarFamily.com. His first foray
into the family business became the world’s
largest online cigar community in the 1990s
and 2000s. It’'s no surprise that after graduating
from Berkeley Preparatory School in Tampa,
the ambitious young man went on to study at
Williams College, Oxford University, American
University Washington College of Law and
Princeton University, pursuing a prestigious legal
career before returning to his roots at El Reloj,
the family’s cigar factory in Ybor City.

El Reloj, a bastion of Tampa’s legacy as Cigar
City, is the last remaining cigar factory in Ybor —
once the cigar-making capital of the world — and
also the last traditional cigar factory still operating
in the United States.

Newman returned to the family business in
2017 with a vision — restore the factory, open it
to the public and create an all-American, Tampa-
made premium cigar. The product of Drew
Newman’s loftiest ambitions, The American, lives
up to this dream.

Unmistakable craftsmanship down to the
smallest details defines the cigar, groundbreaking
in its composition, a homage to the legacy of
cigar making in the United States, to J.C. Newman
and to Tampa.

“Cigars are to Tampa what wine is to Napa
Valley,” Newman says. “Cigars are part of our
cultural fabric and it’'s important to keep the

tradition alive for future generations. As the last

factory still left in Cigar City, it's our privilege
to be able to continue the tradition and be
ambassadors for the cigar industry and for
Tampa.”

With The American, J.C. Newman excels as an
ambassador. Photos by the Burgert Brothers hang
in the rolling room, showcasing cigar makers
practicing the same craft over 100 years ago.
Today, the method has not changed.

“It's the first time in the cigar industry you have
a cigar with 100% American long-leaf premium
tobacco,” master roller Luis Martinez says.
“We use filler tobacco grown by Mennonites
in Pennsylvania, binder from eighth-generation
family farmer Jon Foster in Connecticut and the
wrapper leaf grown in Clermont.”

The American is the first cigar rolled with a
Florida Sun Grown wrapper, grown by Corona
Cigar Co.’s Jeff Borysiewicz. The result of this
blend? An outstanding, patriotic cigar.

“The last time people had a chance to smoke
a cigar with a Florida-grown wrapper was over
50 years ago,” says Corona Cigar Company
president and founder Borysiewicz, also the
president of Florida Sun Grown. “We brought
back growing premium cigar tobacco right here
in Florida, and in doing so we’ve brought back
a taste and flavor profile that’'s been gone for a
generation.”

“In the same way that Drew [Newman] is
making cigars here in Tampa, we’re proud to
be part of bringing the industry back home,”
Borysiewicz adds.

Craftsmanship extends to every aspect of The
American. Boxes that house the cigars are made
in Miami using American hardwood and hinges

from Massachusetts. Bands and labels are printed

in Orlando using papers made in Wisconsin and ink
from North Carolina. Every cigar is rolled by hand at
El Reloj in Tampa.

Fittingly, The American was the first cigar brand
rolled when El Reloj opened in 1910. When Newman
decided to roll an all-American cigar, he realized
that there was no better name to call it than The
American. A century after it was designed, J.C.
Newman recreated The American’s original shield,
cigar label, and cigar band, which adorn each cigar
and cigar box.

“It's a way for us to showcase the history of our
four-generation, 127-year-old business and also
the history of cigar making in Tampa and America,”
Newman says. “The history of cigar making in
the United States is a rich one that predates the
country itself. At the time of the American Revolution,
tobacco was being grown in all 13 colonies. The
first successful British colony here, Virginia, was
successful largely because they learned to grow
tobacco from the native population.”

With tobacco for cigars now primarily grown
overseas, Newman’s biggest challenge was finding
American-grown, premium tobacco leaves that would
create the blend he was looking for.

“A complex, well-balanced taste, not too harsh,”
he describes. “Searching for that flavor profile was
difficult, as we didn’t have a wide range of varietals in
American cigar tobacco. In the end, we've composed
a great, unique blend that no one else has. It's a very
special project.”

Once all of the necessary components are
gathered, cigar rollers like Martinez keep the art of
cigar rolling alive.

“It's a small-production, super-premium product,”
Martinez says. “We make about 100 cigars per day
in five sizes: Robusto, Toro, Churchill, Torpedo and
Double Robusto.”

Martinez explains that the first step is making
bunches, where filler and binder tobacco is combined

in a mold and then pressed with the duration based

on the gauge of the cigar.

“The larger gauges need more time than the
smaller ones, usually around 45 minutes to an hour

and a half. Then we can put the wrapper on,” Martinez
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tobacco to make the binder and filler.

DID YOU GO TO?’

Tampa’s Biggest Rivals Have Storied Histories & Notable Alumni

Story By Rodney Kite-Powell

“What high school did you go to?” It's a common question in Tampa whose answer gives special insight about a person.
Today there are 28 public high schools in Hillsborough County — almost double what existed prior to 1984, when there
were only eight high schools in Tampa and its immediate suburbs, one in Plant City and four in the unincorporated county.
Tampa, and Hillsborough County, have experienced tremendous growth over the past 40 years. In addition to new roads,
new communities and new shopping centers, there are also many new high schools. The opening of Armwood and Gaither
in 1984 started a flood of new construction and 15 new high schools have opened since that time, the majority of them in
unincorporated Hillsborough County.

Four public and two private Tampa high schools stand out among the rest in terms of history and tradition: Hillsborough,
Plant, Middleton, Blake, Jesuit and Tampa Catholic. In the era before integration, particularly in the 1950s with the opening of
Blake, Hillsborough vs. Plant and Middleton vs. Blake represented the county’s most important and most contested rivalries.
Two of the schools, Hillsborough and Plant, have historically significant campuses, while Middleton and Blake both lost their
original buildings — and existences — to integration, only to return to the stage in 2002 and 1997, respectively. All six have

storied histories and notable alumni.

Hillsborough High School is the city’s — and county’s
— oldest high school. Originally called Tampa High
School and later Hillsborough County High School,
Hillsborough’s first graduating class received its
diplomas in 1886. The school was first located on the
southwest corner of Jefferson Street and 6th Avenue
(now Henderson Avenue) in Tampa Heights. In 1900,
the city’s growth prompted the construction of a new
high school building on the south end of the same block
at Jefferson and Estelle. The city soon outgrew that
building as well and plans were started to construct a
new high school — built of brick instead of wood — on the
western side of Tampa Heights. The new Hillsborough
County High School opened on Highland Avenue at the
beginning of the school year in 1911.

Despite the belief at the time that this high school
building could handle the population growth of the
county for years to come, it did not take too long before
the need for an even larger school became apparent.
In 1925, land was secured in the Seminole Heights
neighborhood for a school that could accommodate
over 2,000 students. The new Hillsborough High School
was a brick masterpiece, designed in the Gothic style
by Francis Kennard.

The new Hillsborough High School building opened
on Central Avenue in the heart of Seminole Heights in
time for the new school year in 1928. The school’s shift
from eastern Tampa Heights to western Tampa Heights
then up to Seminole Heights over the course of 30 years
tracked with the pace and direction of Tampa’s growth (at
least as far as the city’s white population was concerned).

The planning decisions of the 1920s indeed ensured
that Hillsborough High School would be large enough
to handle the growth of the city.

In the Palma Ceia area, another fast-growing part of
Tampa’s suburbs, a new high school opened in 1927.
Henry B. Plant High School was named in honor of the
industrialist who brought the first railroad to Tampa in 1883.

The story of Plant High begins with the Florida land
boom and the spectacular growth of Tampa and the
surrounding area in the early 1920s. Between 1920 and
1930, the city’s population doubled, reaching 100,000
people just before the new decade began. The county’s
population, which at the time included the Palma Ceia
area, grew by 40% to just over 52,000 people (exclusive
of the City of Tampa’s population). Much of that growth was
in the suburbs of what is now South Tampa, and Plant’s
location in the middle of the Interbay Peninsula placed it
within close proximity to that growth.

As was the case with Hillsborough, the county school
board looked to a locally famous and influential architect to
design the new school. Franklin O. Adams blended blonde
brick with the prevailing Mediterranean style to design a
beautiful two-story edifice. The school, promoted as the
largest in the state at the time, included everything from
science labs to an auto shop, along with plenty of room for
athletic fields. Vera Avenue, today’s Dale Mabry, passed
by the school along its western boundary with nothing
but a grassy field and pine trees between the street and

the campus buildings.

to enroll at Hillsborough or Plant (or almost
any other white school) until the county school
system fully integrated in 1971. Prior to that time,
Middleton High School and Blake High School
were the only public high school options for
Black students living in and around Tampa (with
two exceptions: George Washington Carver
school served grades 6-12 during the 1930s and
‘40s, and the Don Thompson Vocational High
School during the late 1940s and early ‘50s).
Middleton High School is the older of the
two and it was the first traditional high school

for Black students in Hillsborough County.

Originally located on 22nd and Chelsea streets
in the East Tampa neighborhood of Belmont
Heights, Middleton opened in 1935. Named in
honor of noted business, education and civic
leader George S. Middleton, the school building
was designed by famed Tampa architect M. Leo
Elliott and in spite of the inherent racism of the
era, the school board spent a considerable
amount of money building and equipping
Middleton. It was state of the art for its time
and it mostly lived up to the dark standard
of “separate but equal” when compared to

Hillsborough and Plant.

Blake High School. Named for educator

Howard W. Blake, the school opened in
its original location on Spruce Street along
the Hillsborough River in West Tampa
in 1956. While most of the school was
newly built, it did incorporate some of the
structures from the old Don Thompson
vocational school. Much like the opening
of Plant in 1927 showed the growth of
Tampa’s white population, Blake’s opening
demonstrates the growth of Tampa’s
Black population. In addition, it reflects
the number of African American students

in the West Tampa and northwest Hyde

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Park (Dobyville) neighborhoods.

Among the unintended consequences
of school integration in Hillsborough
County was the reassigning of Middleton
and Blake as junior high schools. Both
buildings still exist: Middleton is now
Ferrell Middle School and Blake is Stewart
Middle Magnet School. Their new homes
are in the same neighborhoods as their
original locations: Blake is on North
Boulevard along the Hillsborough River
and Middleton is on 22nd Street and

Osborne Avenue.

One of the oldest rivalries in Tampa is actually between
two private high schools — Jesuit and Tampa Catholic. As
is the case with the other schools profiled here, Jesuit and
Tampa Catholic personify the old adage that familiarity
breeds contempt.

Jesuit High is the older of the two schools. It was
founded as the all-male Sacred Heart College in 1899
and was located next to Sacred Heart Church on Florida
Avenue in Downtown Tampa. The school was founded
by the Jesuit priests who were attached to the church.
Enroliment was low at first, but it grew steadily during the
ensuing years. In 1940 the school was renamed Jesuit
High School to honor the founding Jesuit Order, which
was celebrating its 400th anniversary that year.

Following World War Il, changes in Downtown Tampa
along with the post-war population growth prompted
the school’s leadership to seek a larger campus. They
acquired property on North Himes Avenue, what was then
the northern edge of Tampa, and opened the new campus
in 1956. The extra space allowed for more students, a
better school experience and athletic fields for physical
education and athletic competition. Jesuit has more than
8,000 alumni and the number of second, third and even
fourth generation students is a testament to the quality

of the Jesuit experience.

Like Blake, Tampa Catholic High School was founded as a
result of the city’s post-World War Il population boom. The
school opened in 1962 with only 9th and 10th grade classes.
That first year was spent on the Christ the King campus, but by
the start of the 1963 academic year the school had moved to
its new campus on North Rome, just north of MLK Boulevard
in the Wellswood neighborhood.

Tampa Catholic’s location has accommodated the school’s
continued growth. Starting even before its first graduating class
in 1964 to today, Tampa Catholic has provided a co-educational
Catholic school experience that cannot be found at the all-male
Jesuit High School or the all-female Academy of the Holy Names
on Bayshore Boulevard.

All of these schools have a few things in common. Most
importantly, at least for the purposes of our opening question,
is that they are all located in neighborhoods and small
communities. It is that neighborhood identity — as much as
the football team or the school colors — that prompts the
question about where someone went to high school. New
schools meant new rivalries, from the opening of Jefferson
High School (in the 1911 Hillsborough High School building)
in 1939 to the new schools in Riverview (Spoto, 2006), Dover
(Strawberry Crest, 2009) and Lutz (Steinbrenner, 2009).

Rivalries are the natural consequence of the creation of new
nearby schools, whether it’s classic ones like Hillsborough and
Plant, Middleton and Blake, and Jesuit and Tampa Catholic,
or newer ones like Leto and Alonso. Those rivalries play
out on the neighborhood streets as much as between the
hash marks on the gridiron. The Heights vs. South Tampa,
East Tampa vs. West Tampa... each one is a battle for sports
supremacy and local bragging rights. i

NEW CHAMPION

DARRYL SHAW

The Developer Has Big Plans To Revitalize The Historic Gem

It's Ybor City’s turn for a renaissance and one passionate,
business-savvy man is leading the charge. Developer Darryl
Shaw has won the hearts, minds and pocketbooks of an
impressive array of key players in the game of Ybor Monopoly,
buying up much of the historic gem and setting big plans into
motion for its revitalization.

“Precious few cities are lucky enough to have civic leaders
like Darryl Shaw, who is not merely planning to develop
property, but thoughtfully create an entire transformative
neighborhood that respects history while also embracing
the future,” Tampa Mayor Jane Castor says.

Shaw plans to resuscitate once-teeming Ybor, primarily
by creating the Gas Worx district (named after a gas works
plant often referenced on the site). The 30- to 40-acre mixed-
use development will fill the gap between Historic Ybor and
Downtown’s Channel District, also connecting to The Heights.
Plans include a family friendly mixture of new residences,
shops, restaurants and office space, while enhancing Ybor’s
walkability, green space and art scene, adding trails and parks
and restoring the street grid. Can you say ambitious?

“Over the last several years we have been thinking through
how to help bring back Ybor to become again one of America’s
great neighborhoods,” Shaw says. “We have a very significant
plan and vision for Ybor that will unfold over a number of years.
By far the most significant but not the only component of it is
the Gas Worx plan. We are very, very excited about what Gas
Worx will do for Ybor, for the people of Ybor, for the city of
Tampa and for the Tampa Bay area. Development in Ybor is
going to blossom and bloom.”

Vince Chillura, first senior vice president of commercial
real estate for Valley National Bank, is involved in Gas Worx,
as well as Tampa’s other major mixed-use redevelopment
projects — Water Street, Midtown, Westshore Marina District
and The Heights. Chillura cites Shaw’s project as perhaps the
most important Tampa development of them all.

Called Ybor’s kingpin by historian E.J.
Salcines, Shaw has even been compared
to Ybor founder Vicente Martinez Ybor and
industrialist Henry Plant by restaurateur
Richard Gonzmart (caretaker of the 1905
Family Of Restaurants, formerly Columbia
Restaurant Group) for the economic and
cultural impact he is expected to have
upon the region. In fact, Ybor's Chamber of
Commerce president Lee Bell believes Shaw
could make Ybor one of the most desired
destinations in Tampa Bay.

Shaw partnered with longtime Ybor
families of influence to gain their support
and formulate a plan that would honor the
key people and places of Ybor’s past — the
Gonzmarts, Capitanos, Guagliardos, De La
Granas, Buchmans, Newmans and Fuentes
among them.

“Darryl Shaw has been the kingpin to
bring these different lovers of Ybor City
together and give them a transfusion of
hope,” says Salcines, a Tampa native and
former appellate judge and state attorney.
“They’re dancing together for the benefit of
the people. Twenty to 50 years from now
we will say that they produced magic and
made this a gorgeous place to live, all for
the benefit of Tampa.”

However, others might still be saying,
“Darryl who?” The quiet, unassuming
businessman has kept a low profile while
strategically building his Ybor real estate
portfolio for around a decade.

Born in South Africa, Shaw moved to
Tampa at age 8 and has lived here ever
since, with the exception of going away to
college. Shaw and his brother, Neil, founded
BluePearl Veterinary Partners and Darryl
spent over 25 years as CEO before retiring
in April in order to go all-in on Ybor. If it's any
indication of his business acumen, BluePear!
became the nation’s largest network of

specialty animal care hospitals with 53

Ybor City was founded in 1886 and
became the “cigar capital of the world” and
a melting pot for immigrants from Cuba;
Spain, Italy and other European nations; as
well as robust Black and Jewish populations.
It was a tight-knit neighborhood with a
strong community feel and Shaw hopes to
restore that sense of place. Several factors
contributed to its decline through the
years, including the U.S. embargo against
Cuba, urban renewal, the building of the
expressway, the rise of shopping malls and
the dissolution of deed restrictions.

“Right now people say Ybor is an
entertainment district — it’s far from the only
thing we want it to be known for,” Shaw says.
Shaw'’s real estate and development efforts
have always been laser-focused on Ybor, an
area he moved to after college and fell in
love with. Recent milestones have started
to put him in the media’s spotlight, including
the Tampa City Council’s August approval
of several rezoning requests for Gas Worx.

To execute Gas Worx, Shaw partnered
with Washington D.C.-based Kettler to
plan 5 million square feet of development,
proposing nearly 4,500 apartments, over
500,000 square feet of office and 140,000
square feet of retail. Shaw has partnered
to purchase over $110 million of properties
in the Ybor area so far, spending over $70
million since 2014. Construction on Gas Worx
is planned to start this fall. It could be about a
10-year buildout due to its complexity, Shaw
says, since the area overlaps with a historic
district and four CRAs and has to account
for changing density toward downtown.

Shaw is committed to offering a diversity
of housing options, including 325 workforce
housing units, Tampa'’s largest private project
commitment to affordable housing today.
About $40 million in privately financed

infrastructure improvements are among the

plans, including 1.5 miles of new public streets and utilities,
3.6 miles of new sidewalks, 1.2 miles of multi-use trails and
2 acres of open public space. Phase 1 of Gas Worx is 8
acres and will have 720 units and 20,000 square feet of
retail on the former Tampa Park Apartments site as the
first project expected to come out of the ground.

In just the past few years, Shaw has already transformed
several buildings around Ybor, including the old Oliva Cigar
Factory into residences; El Dorado Hotel and Casino into
Hotel Haya; and the former Buchman Department Store
into retail and residences.

“| think a lot of Darryl,” says Booky Buchman, an Ybor
native and businessman who sold Shaw his first piece
of Ybor property and invested in his plan. “He’s a very
honest man who is very fair with everybody. We believe
in the same dream — to make Ybor what it used to be so
it becomes a destination.”

Looking ahead, Pedroso’s will soon change to a
restaurant, brewery and 33 residential units, and Shaw
is also a partner in Miles Ybor, fully furnished rental
micro-units, a bar and gym coming to a vacant lot around
2024. As this magazine went to print, Shaw was under
contract for 25 acres of land along the Ybor Channel
near Downtown Tampa to further enhance connectivity

between Ybor City and the Channel District. Similar to Gas

Worx, he plans to make it another mixed-use community
with housing, offices and retail. The first component of
the sale looks to be closing in 2023.
At 56, Shaw says he has his work cut out for him.
“There’s so much to do here that | don’t know that |
ever see myself doing something else,” Shaw says. “f 2 =========
think there are decades of work here.

forward.”

Thankfully, Shaw has already secured those
stakeholders, having built strategic partnerships in the
private arenas with the aforementioned families and
landowners, as well as in the public arena, including with
the city, Tampa Hillsborough Expressway Authority and
the Port Authority.

With Shaw at the helm, the best just might be yet to
come for Ybor City. X

THE
OUTBOARD
RAGE

The outboard motor can be traced directly to a bowl of ice cream. As
the story goes, a clever young machinist named Ole Evinrude had
rowed his girlfriend, Bessie, to a Wisconsin island for a picnic when she
wanted a dish of ice cream. Being both dutiful and enamored, he rowed
the 2 miles back. But by the time he returned to his bride-to-be, the ice
cream had melted (and he was exhausted). Evinrude swore there had
to be a better way and promptly created a one cylinder 1.5-horsepower
outboard motor that clamped onto his rowboat. Thus was born the first
Evinrude outboard in 1907 and the name, along with others, went on
to grace the sterns of boats from our childhoods.

Today, you can walk into any boat dealership and buy a
450-horsepower outboard. More than likely, however, you might order
a boat with as many as six of these behemoths on the stern.

What's led to this rage for outboards? For starters, the center
console boat has become popular. (Catch our story about them at
tampamagazines.com.)

MarineMax St. Petersburg general manager Joshua Lavine says,
“Center console boats have become a staple of many people’s boating
adventures for the same reasons as SUVs: versatile layouts, comfort
and flexibility.”

Plus, these are perfectly suited to outboard power. Before you
condemn outboards, however, the days of shaky, smokey and loud
outboards are long gone. Today, they’re quiet, smooth, powerful and
fuel-efficient. And, when it comes to maintenance, they're designed for

salt water and are easily serviced.

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There was a time not too long ago when the rumble of exhausts
from sterndrive or inboard boats was the clear symbol of power,
just like the same sound from a hotrod revving up on land. Now
you only need to count the outboards hanging on the stern to see
the machismo of the owner.

Just as there was a horsepower race among car companies,
the builders of outboards have also been one-upping each other
with more powerful engines every year. The current leader of the
pack is Mercury, with its 600-horsepower Verado 7.6 liter. This
is a V-12 (think Ferrari or Lamborghini) with an industry-first, two-
speed transmission.

Seven Marine was created in 2010 to produce an outboard
version of the asphalt-shredding General Motors 6.2-liter
627-horsepower supercharged V-8 from ZL1 Chevy Camaros,
but the company was purchased in 2020 by Volvo-Penta, a major
marine power producer, and folded to meet their low-emissions
standards.

That leaves Mercury at the top of the power pile, but Mercury
and Yamaha have been slugging out the horses race for years,
bringing out 350-, then 400- and then 450-horsepower engines.
Suzuki startled the outboard world in 2021 with a V-6 twin-propeller,
350-horsepower offering that they claimed would get a better
“bite” on the water, while Honda stayed in the running with a
250-horsepower engine.

But why have outboards proliferated? Here are six reasons to
consider, listed in no particular order.

First is the versatility. With outboards, a boat has less draft so
it can run up on a sandbar for a family outing simply by tilting the
engines up.

Performance and reliability is a second reason and outboards
have enjoyed great technical advances in the last two decades.
Four-stroke systems and direct fuel injection make them simpler
to service. And anyone operating a sterndrive in salt water knows
the constant vigilance required to prevent corrosion between the
aluminum drive and water, while the outboard can easily be tilted
above the water.

Yes, outboards are saltwater-cooled, but their systems make
regular flushing easy with dockside hoses. It's not a problem in
Florida, but winterizing an outboard is considerably simpler than
having to drain and protect inboard engines from winter cold.

In addition, both sterndrive and inboard
boat owners know that working on engines,
buried in the bilge and inaccessible, is time-
and cost-intensive for service. With the
outboard, the shell around the powerhead
is easily removed and, for major work,
the engine can be taken to a shop. Even
replacing the entire engine is simpler with
an outboard: unbolt one, bolt on another.
Easy-peasy.

A further outboard benefit is fewer holes
in the hull from prop shafts and struts, and
far fewer leaks. And having two engines on
the stern creates a get-home redundancy
not found in single-engined boats.

A third property of outboards is their
modern technology, with digital throttles and
shifters, which make even novices look good
when docking or maneuvering.

There is never enough space on a boat,
but removing the power from inside the boat
opens the cockpit for family fun. With no
engine box or boxes covering the engines,
there can be a flat floor from the helm all the
way to the stern.

Yes, outboards eliminate a transom swim
platform but, on a boat like the Boston Whaler
280 Dauntless center console, this has been
replaced with a fold-down “beach” on one
side, providing easy water access with its
own ladder. In addition, the area under the
cockpit offers spacious storage for fenders,
fishing gear or water toys.

Last, but far from least, is fuel economy.
Not having to take out a mortgage to spend
a day on the water makes family outings fun
again, and modern outboards are both lighter
and more powerful. Aside from showing off,
outboards are also more fuel-efficient than
other power plants, and hanging twin, triple
or quad outboards allows today’s boats
to cruise at higher speeds with lower fuel

consumption.
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Why so many outboards on one boat? Said one
owner, “Because | can.” Hard to argue. But it’s still
startling, shocking or exciting (depending on your
boating preferences) to see the world’s largest center
console, the HCB 65-footer Estrella with six — count
‘em — six Mercury Racing 600-horsepower outboards
clamped to the transom. With 3,600 horsepower
under your fist, the Estrella will easily top 70 miles
per hour.

“And,” says Kevin Cook at Ultimate Marine, the
Tampa area dealer, “you’re moving a luxuriously
appointed hotel suite too.”

In addition to cockpit theater seating, the Estrella
has two air-conditioned cabins twice as large as other
center console boats, plus a full galley and a head
with a stall shower, making it the perfect weekender.

Another “big gun” is the Scout 530 LXF, which
strings six Merc 400s across its 14-foot, 8-inch
transom. Combining power (2,400 horsepower) with
both fishability (is that a word?) and luxury, the 530
will push avid anglers into the 75-mile-per-hour range.

But not everyone wants an outboard-powered boat
for speed. When it comes to repowering your boat,
which is something every boat owner dreads, Marine
Max’s Lavine notes, “Outboards can more easily be
repowered than any other engine option. Compare
that to marrying your boat to a more permanent
inboard engine(s) that you'll never reasonably want
to consider trying to remove or upgrade.”

Other “hidden” benefits to outboards is that every
manufacturer, boat and engine, offers personalization
S0 you can match your outboards to your hull color or,
on the other hand, pick a color you like (pink? black?).

Whatever the reasons, it's clear that outboards—
and multi-outboards—are here to stay. They once
were called “kickers,” but you can now run down to get

a dish of ice cream without a worry about meltdown. Exl
